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Abstract

Xi Xi is one of the most important writers in Hong Kong as well as
contemporary Chinese Literature.She won a number of important prizesin Hong
Kong and Taiwan.Her works always focus on the relations of “Urban Space”,
“History” and “City Life".In face of the complicated world, Xi Xi’s novels

embody the spirit of humanism.

My thesis will focus on the “Urban Space” in Xi Xi’s novels.It is important
to know that from “Urban Space” there evolve a lot of issues such as “Home”,
“hybridity”, “the loss of voice and identity of the silent other”, “power” as well
as‘globalization”. Xi Xi's novels are great examples to reflect the complex
situation between the colonized and their home: after 150 years of British
colonia rule, Hong Kong returned to China. The problem of postcolonia identity
is one of the most popular topics in Hong Kong academy after 1997.We can see
